The Rock Cycle:

· Use the mouse to drag the text boxes into the right location so that you form a logical rock cycle. 
· Use arrows to show alternate short-cuts the rock cycle might take.
· Add a sample rock or sediment type into the appropriate boxes.

Rivers, glaciers, waves and wind remove products of weathering.





Weathering prepares rock  for erosion and transportation.





Deposition lays down sediments in ocean basins.





Burial results in dewatering and compaction.





Isostatic adjustments result in deeper compaction and heating.





Pressure and/or heating results in metamorphism.





Tectonic processes may result in melting of the rocks.





Molten rocks cool and crystallise near the surface.
