Addition and Subtraction of Decimal Numbers

The lessons:

The workbook contains two practice lessons: one in the addition and the other in the subtraction of decimal numbers. The aim of these two lessons is to provide a visual idea to help the student understand better the concept of this topic. With this in mind small only numbers have been used. Furthermore he subtraction lesson has not been designed to give negative answers. This means that the first number entered must be greater than the second one.

Addition Lesson: 

Use only numbers less than 5. 

Enter whole parts of the numbers in cells E3 and M3.

Enter decimal parts of the numbers in G3 and O3.
Subtraction Lesson: 

Use only numbers less than 7. 

Enter whole parts of the numbers in cells G3 and Q3   

Enter decimal parts of the numbers in I3 and S3.

Clearing Data: 

Use the RESET button to clear the numbers.

Protection: 

No password has been used to protect the worksheets.

Page Setup:

Form the View menu select Full Screen. If any of the toolbars are still on the page deactivate them from View...Toolbars.

From the View menu select Zoom to adjust the lesson to fit the screen.

Practice Sheets
